1. Follow the directions in each question to determine where you think Mr. Serrano is located. Be sure to read each question carefully (
2. Write your answer on a separate sheet of paper. 

3. At the end, answer all of the questions in complete sentences. 

4. You have exactly 1.5 class periods to get this done 

1. Davenport Police have indicated that Mr. Serrano was located in the capital city of Albany. In which state was Mr. Serrano last seen? (Pg. 27)

2. Albany Police say they got word that Mr. Serrano’s hat was found in the city located close to 30 N and 95 W (Pg. 27)

3. After stopping in the previous city, you found out that Mr. Serrano had moved east. The coordinates of his last location was 30 N and 90 W.  (Pg. 27)
4. The FBI last tracked Mr. Serrano on the continent of South America. He was in the country located at 10 S and 50 W. (Pg. 47)

5. After just missing Mr. Serrano at the airport, you find out that he boarded a plane to the Dominican Republic. You board a similar plane but find the pilots have no clue where it’s located. Find the Dominican Republic’s absolute location and what body of water is it located in? (Pg. 47)

6. You arrive in the Dominican Republic, but find out that Mr. Serrano took a boat across the Atlantic Ocean and landed in a city close to the location of 40 N and 10 W. Find the city, country, and continent Mr. Serrano was last seen in. (Pg. 52)
7. Go northeast to the country located at 50 N and 10 E. (Pg. 53)

It seems after the last clue that Mr. Serrano’s trail has gone cold. You are about to board a plane back to the United States when you overhear German authorities mention that a man fitting Serrano’s description was heading out of Europe. It seems Mr. Serrano is on the move again!

8. You board a plane from 50 N and 10 E and fly to Mr. Serrano’s last location, close to 60 N and 30 E. As you fly to your new destination, you notice a beautiful sea below. Which one is it? (Pg. 52-53)
9. After failing to locate Mr. Serrano at your previous location. You decide to follow a tip that he was sightseeing around Europe. He made stops in London, Paris, Rome, and Athens. Find the countries associated with these capital cities. (52-53)
10. It was an exhausting trip through Europe that turned up many leads. One such lead had Mr. Serrano leaving the European continent for a country in Asia. His absolute location was 20 N and 80 E. (Pg. 68)
11. The CIA called at 2 AM India time to tell you that a GPS tracking device found Mr. Serrano’s new Mercedes was traveling a road in the country of Egypt. The problem is that the coordinates were inaccurate. Provide the CIA with the appropriate absolute location. (Pg. 64 )
12. You finally see Mr. Serrano, but are unable to catch him. He boarded a boat that was in the Persian Gulf. Provide the absolute location. (64)

Once again, Mr. Serrano has slipped through your fingers. Nevertheless, you have more information about the case than what you started with. You now realize that Mr. Serrano is being held captive by Ted E. Bear, a criminal mastermind. It’s a race against time. You must answer the following questions to get Mr. Serrano back:

13. Investigate which continents you have visited in this case. (Pg. 8-9)

14. Investigate which oceans you have crossed in this case. (8-9)

15. Analyze the reason why geography was an essential skill to have in this case. Would you have been successful without map skills in this case? Why or why not?
